three hard copies by post.

e Articles may contain a minimum of 5000 words and a maximum of 8000 words.

e Book Reviews may not be longer than 2000 words

e A brief Abstract of not more than 250 words is required at the beginning of the paper

e Submissions should be 12-point type size and single-spaced.
e All references should follow APA Citation style (7th Edition)
e Pictures should be captioned as “Plates”

e Sketches should be captioned as “Figures”

EVALUATION POLICY

When papers are sent in, the reviewers receive blinded versions of the papers
Suggestions for revision are passed on to the authors if the editor thinks the
comments would be useful to the authors.

The final decision about acceptance will be made within four weeks

If you do not hear from us within that period, do not hesitate to contact us. Once
accepted, the paper gets published alongside others within months.

Occasionally, papers are called by the Editor-in-Chief

Contributors will receive a set of proofs, which will require immediate correction
and change of style and content will not be allowed at this stage.
