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Abstracts

The origins of Chinese writing are deeply rooted in oracle bone and bronze inscriptions. These
inscriptions not only represent the earliest forms of Chinese characters, but are also the fundamental
elements of the written communication system of Chinese civilization. These inscriptions are essential
to understanding the evolution of Chinese characters. Oracle bone and bronze inscriptions provide
insights into the early linguistic, cultural, and sociopolitical context of China. They show the
characteristics, history, reasons behind the current pictographic form of Chinese characters, and their
origins. This paper explains the origins, forms, and main features of the two ancient systems of
Chinese characters, using sociolinguistic theory as the theoretical framework. Sociolinguistics theory
is a field that explores the intricate relationship between language and society, emphasizing the
dynamic and contextual nature of language use. This framework looks at language from a standpoint
of not being a static system, rather a living entity that is constantly shaped and reshaped by social
forces. We describe the two systems, oracle bone and bronze inscriptions, from a social perspective,
and then reveal their social impact and implications in the society.
