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ARTICLES WRITTEN IN ENGLISH (The Content Summary)

This is the section for the articles written in English. It is divided into
three sub-sections — Language/Linguistics, Literature and Culture. The
summary begins with the language/linguistics sub-section.

The first paper in the language/linguistics sub-section is that of Doris
Odo. In her emphasis on the significance of teaching Igbo language mother
tongue to children, she researches to discover whether the Igbo elites are
responsible for any decline in the children’s knowledge of Igbo culture, the
spoken and written Igho. On his part, Christian Ogwudile situates his paper on
the geographical base of Ezeagu North of Enugu State in Igbo land to examine
human naming, in order to find out its socio-cultural and linguistic
implications in Igbo.

Then, in the literature sub-section, Juliet Okeyika and Constance
Amamgbo examine the two works of literature, Mmiri Oku E Ji Egbu Mbe
and Ugonna in order to use them to procure the knowledge of the occurrences
in the world. The next paper is that of Nkemakonam Aniukwu. Based on the
maltreatment of the girl-child in Stephanie Okereke’s “Dry”, he uses his study
to counsel the viewers of Nollywood films to concentrate more on learning
some lessons from the films than to always take it as a pass time event. Still
on literature, Judith Okafor and Nkoli Nnyigide make use of Uwa Bu Agha,
Okwe Agbaala and lje Uwa as literary works to analyse and criticize the acts
of cultism, examination malpractices and fund embezzlement and other social
vices as emerging issues in the Nigerian universities. In his paper, Iwu
Ikwubuzo frowns at the contamination and mispresentation of Igbo culture
and identity by the Nollywood enterprise, for which reason he criticizes and
evaluates their activities. Furthermore, Nonyelum Moghalu hinges her study
on womanism as she examines Igbo female playwrights to ascertain the extent
they toe the line of the Igho male playwrights who subjugate their female
major characters.

In the culture sub-section, focusing on the philosophical interpretation
to things, Chinyere Emedo’s study tries to give precise interpretation of what
Igbo means and what it implies to be an Igbo person. In Daniel Nzereogu’s
work, the characteristic hard working nature of the Igbo prompts him to find
out whether there are some cultural values that encourage entrepreneurship
among the Igbo.

On culture still, Ann Onyekelu embarks on her own research on
Infertility in Anambra State, to discover the different ways by which the
present generation manages the resultant problems of infertility. Against the
backdrop of the raging controversy concerning daughter’s inheritance in Igbo
land, Anthonia Ephraim-Chukwu investigates daughter’s inheritance in Awgu
in Igbo land. In this last research work on culture, Ifeyinwa Isidienu attempts
to re-enact the old glory of the Ofo symbol when it was feared, honoured and
respected, thus, giving rise to true justice in Igbo land, unlike nowadays.
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
